A member of the Agriculture Commission of the Islamic Consultative As-
sembly called on the 13th government to provide a bill on the pattern of 
cultivation to address the shortage of strategic crops.

Improvement of spring potato cultivars in some 
provinces

The CEO of the Central Organization of Rural Cooperatives of Iran called the 
potato crop of supportive purchases of some provinces of the country low quality 
and asked the Deputy Minister of Research, Education and Extension to correct the 
cultivation of spring potato cultivars.

“Seyed Mohammad Mousavi” emphasized on replacing spring potato cultivars in some 
provinces, including Golestan province, added: “One of the main problems of spring pota-
to cultivation in the province is the use of cultivars with high water consumption, low dry 
matter, thin skin and low durability.” This is in no way economically viable for farmers, 
consumers and the government for supportive purchase and agreement.

He emphasized: with a comprehensive study of different potato cultivars, appropriate cul-
tivars should be replaced as soon as possible so that farmers can move towards cultivating 
cultivars with high durability and desirable quality.
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
